Purpose of Establishment
　　　Hyogo University of Teacher Education was established in October，１９７８ as an institution 
embodying a new concept of teacher education．From the outset，it has offered a graduate program 
designed primarily to provide opportunities for in-service teachers to undertake highly specialized research 
and studies in the field of school education，as well as an undergraduate program of pre-service training for 
prospective elementary school teachers．More recently，on April １，１９９６，a Joint Graduate School in the 
Science of School Education was inaugurated，offering a doctoral program that aims to equip students with 
high-level research and leadership skills based on school education in practice．

　　　Through its undergraduate and graduate programs，the University is endeavoring to improve 
teachers'  qualities － as a“university for teachers”that pursues both theoretical and practical aspects of 
education，and as an“open university”committed to the advancement of school education．

Characteristics of the University
A University That Aims to Improve Teachers' Qualities

　　　In accordance with the objectives of each level － undergraduate，master' s，and doctoral － the 
University strives to provide all its students with educational and research opportunities that will enhance 
their practical abilities as professional teachers，and to fully utilize the benefits of integrating educational 
principles and practice so as to improve and enrich the training of teachers．

　　　In the master' s course，about two-thirds of the ３００ places each year are reserved for practicing 
teachers who have taught for at least three years．

A University That is Open to Society

　　　The University makes every effort to be“a university open to society”－ by accepting into its 
master' s course in-service teachers from kindergarten to high school，by working in cooperation with 
Hyogo prefecture' s“Comprehensive Center for the Education of the Heart,”by offering psychotherapeutic 
clinical consultation in its Center for Research on Human Development and Clinical Psychology，by 
opening its library to the public，by providing extension courses，and by making its sports and exercise 
facilities available to all．In May ２００２, the Center for the Promotion of Local Exchange was established to 
pursue liaison and cooperative activities with the local community, utilizing the intellectual, personnel, and 
material resources of the University. 

　　　In addition, to give more serving teachers the opportunity to obtain a Master' s degree，an off-
campus facility called the“Graduate School Kobe Satellite”has been established in central Kobe where 
students can take classes in the evenings．

　　　Finally，there is an Advisory Board made up of outside persons with relevant expertise and 
experience whose effective and useful opinions are reflected in the management of the University．

Faculty with a Wide Range of Major Fields and Comprehensive Course Coverage

　　　The University faculty has expertise in more than ７０ fields as diverse as pedagogy，economics，and 
electrical technology，providing students with a wide choice of areas in which to study or carry out research．

　　　There are thirteen comprehensive course divisions，which functionally integrate the various 
disciplines in line with school education practice to expedite education and research．

An Undergraduate Education That Emphasizes Teaching Practice（Practical 
School Education）

　　　We believe that nurturing students'  natural talents as prospective teachers should be firmly founded 
on teaching practice．To open students'  eyes to education in action as well as to develop their teaching skills 
step by step as early as possible，the undergraduate education program provides a concurrent system of 
practical school education over a period of four years．Students must acquire a total of １８ units in practical 
education（the teacher' s certification law mandates only ５ units）comprising introductory observation in 
the 1st year，observation and participation in the 2nd year，basic practice in the 3rd year，and applied 
practice in the 4th year．In this way，students'  practical education is integrated synergistically through the 
four years of the course with their studies of general foundation subjects，teaching-related core subjects，
and specialized subjects．

A Comfortable Campus Life

　　　The extensive University campus covering ４０ hectares includes residence halls（５６０ single rooms 
and １２０ units for married students），International House（２８ rooms for single students，８ units for couples，
and ４ units for families），a variety of sports facilities, from a track and field stadium, a baseball/softball 
field, and tennis courts, and several car parks accommodating １,２００ vehicles（including ４２８ parking spaces 
in the student housing area）．These and other facilities allow students to enjoy a comfortable campus 
environment．

Functions:

Health Management Center
　　　The Health Management Center is a facility providing professional health services such as routine check-ups，
first aid，and health and mental health counseling for faculty，staff，and students．

Center for Practical Education，Research，and Training
　　　The Center for Practical Education，Research，and Training is attached to the Faculty of School Education，
and carries out research into effective and concrete elementary education teacher skills-training programs in which 
students can develop their skills in music，fine arts，language，and physical education．The Center also offers 
opportunities and facilities for students who wish to enhance their practical as well as instructional skills and develop 
their practical educational，technical，and instructional competence．

Center for Research on Human Development
and Clinical Psychology
　　　The Center for Research on Human Development and Clinical Psychology，attached to the Faculty of School 
Education，is an educational research facility that aims to promote clinical and educational research，to train 
knowledgeable and highly skilled teachers and instructors，and to maintain close contacts with related institutions．
　　　The Center is organized into three clinical and research sections: Developmental Disabilities，School 
Psychology and Psychotherapy，and Trauma．

Information Processing Center
　　　The Information Processing Center, through its central role in providing the intra-campus, joint-use network 
service, "Campus Network," (HUNET) as well as information processing training and various common-use information 
systems, principally conducts these services:
１．Communication support through electronic mail and web services．
２．Information educational support through information processing labs．
３．Scientific research system  (high-speed computer for scientific data processing), 
      Academic information support (database for the library), 
      Educational information management system (digital movie and image fabrication and editing), 
      Campus-wide, cooperative-access educational and research support．

Center for the Promotion of Local Exchange 
　　　The Center for the Promotion of Local Exchange was established with the aim of investigating, planning, and 
supporting exchange projects between the University and local bodies, as well as those in the surrounding areas; to 
promote exchange with the local community; and to contribute to local educational, academic, and cultural activities, so 
as to enhance the education and research activities of the University. The Center acts as a "comprehensive window" that 
is responsive to the needs of local residents and bodies in areas such as life-long education, educational counseling, and 
support in solving various local issues.
